2. Publication of at least two articles within the past three years in journals listed in
Social Sciences Citation Index, Arts & Humanities Citation Index, Taiwan Social
Sciences Citation Index, or Taiwan Humanities Citation Index Core, as the first or
corresponding author.

3. Acquisition of at least two important research grants within the past three years (in
the case of Taiwan, research grants from the Ministry of Science and Technology).

4. Exceptional performance in scholarship. Proof of achievements should be provided.

2. Photocopy of the doctoral degree diploma.

4. Photocopy of the ROC Identification Card (for ROC nationals) or the photograph page of

the passport (for non-ROC nationals), along with a recent passport photograph.

5. Curriculum vitae, a personal statement describing research interests and teaching

philosophy, and the syllabus of a proposed course.
6. A list of publications and research grants within the last five years. (PDF’s preferred).
