Al Storytelling Challenge: My University Life & SDGs
I. Purpose

This event aims to cultivate students' English speaking skills and creative thinking through short
video production. By integrating Al tools, students are encouraged to introduce campus life and
the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) in English, showcasing diverse cultural perspectives
and personal viewpoints.

I1. Organization

1. Advisory Body: Ministry of Education
2. Organizer: International Language Center (ILC), Da-Yeh University

III. Themes

The video should introduce your university life in English while addressing campus-related SDG
issues, reflecting your experiences in practicing sustainable actions. Examples include (but are
not limited to):

1. Energy-saving and carbon reduction measures on campus.

2. Green campus initiatives and eco-friendly actions.

3. Sustainable dining and resource conservation.

IV. Eligibility
1. Participants: Open to all current undergraduate and graduate students nationwide.
2. Format: Individual entries only; registration must be completed online.

3. Quota: Limited to the first 20 applicants based on the registration timestamp. Registration
will close once the limit is reached.

V. Participation Requirements
1. Deadline: Complete registration and upload the final video file by May 15, 2026.

2. Video Specifications:

(1) Duration: Between 1.5 and 3 minutes.

(2) Language: Presented in English with mandatory English subtitles or a transcript.

(3) AI Usage: Al tools may be used for generation, but all tools must be credited at the
end of the video.

(4) Originality: Submissions must be original, unpublished, and must not infringe on
third-party copyrights or portrait rights. Violators will be disqualified, and prizes will
be reclaimed. The organizer reserves the right of final interpretation.

3. Competition Day Procedure:

(1) The host will play the participant's video.

(2) Participants must deliver a 1-minute oral presentation in English, briefly
explaining the production process and the initial concept.

(3) On-campus students: Must attend in person at the designated venue for the oral
presentation.

(4) Off-campus (online) participants: Must join via Google Meet to play their video
and deliver the 1-minute oral presentation.
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VI. Evaluation Criteria

Criteria Weight [Description
English Expression 35% Clarity of pronunciation, grammatical accuracy, and fluency.
Content Creativity 30% Uniqueness of the subject matter and relevance to the theme.
Video Production 20% Presentation quality and the reasonable application of Al.
Oral Performance 15% Fluency of the live 1-minute English presentation.
